Stephen McKeown was born in Harryville, Ballymena in 1951 and
remembers drawing the family dog a lot, but did not consider a
career in art until much later. At the age of twenty seven he met an
artist who encouraged him to draw and paint. Stephen was
accepted to the National College of Art and Design in Dublin, but
after a change of plans attended Sunderland College of Art before
transferring and graduating from the College of Art Belfast in 1983,
where he had been accepted unconditionally. Stephen moved to
Cheshire where he acquired an interest in Sculpting, producing
mostly dog sculptures as Sculptor with Border Fine Arts in Scotland.
The Emer Gallery  and Commissioned him to sculpt Irish hares and
life-size Irish Wolfhounds. His latest addition to this collection is a
life-size donkey. Stephen has recently been awarded the prestigious
Silver Medal Award by the Royal Ulster Academy in 2008

Shankill Meets Falls
